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Pilot Program Results

Spring of 2024 DuCAP developed a pilot program that would allow teens to intern with a
local business for just one day. We coined it "Intern-for-a-day". In partnership with the
Wheaton Chamber of Commerce and their Young Professional Network, we were able to

pull professionals from the YPN to host teens in their work space.
